NTU will begin distributing SP2021 CARES Act student assistance to onlv PEll-elisible students. The
eligibility for the cAREs funding has been established by the federal government. You are receiving this
notification as you have been identified as a "PELL-eligible student".

As with the previous 2020 CARES student aid distribution processes, we will again require a few things
from eligible students before the aid is released.
