systems, including packet classification, Software Defined Networking (SDN), and mesh protocols.

Grading Policy 

Each student must do their own quizzes and assignments unless directed otherwise. Discussion among 

students on homework and cases is encouraged for clarification of assignments, technical details of using 

software, and structuring major steps of solutions - especially on the course's Web site. Students must do their 

own work on the homework and exam.  Cheating and Plagiarism are strictly forbidden.  Cheating includes but is 

not limited to: plagiarism, submission of work that is not the student's own, submission or use of falsified data, 

unauthorized access to exam or assignment, use of unauthorized material during an exam, supplying or 

communicating unauthorized information for an assignment or exam.
